WebSentry
Monitoring for
Cavitation Control

Cavitation is one of the most insidious causes of damage
to a liquid ring vacuum pump.  It is caused when the
internal fluid pressure in localized areas of the pump
drops to the vapor pressure of the fluid.  The liquid then
begins to flash or bubble, causing implosions that dam-
age the internal surfaces of the pump.  This typically
occurs at deep vacuum levels and is further aggravated
by increases to operating temperature.

The WebSentry Cavitation Control System offers
the ability to:
• Track the critical operating conditions and send you an

alarm if the system is approaching a danger zone.
• Make a simple adjustment to the vacuum level or the

seal water to ensure the pump continues to operate
cavitation free.

• Provide much longer pump life and avoid expensive
repairs.
